Car Restraint Clinics Highlight Campaign’s Safety Focus 

FREE child restraint checking clinics will be held at [Locations] on [Date/s] to highlight the launch of the Safekids Campaign to keep our kids safe in cars. The aim is to help parents and caregivers identify whether the child car restraints their kids are using are being used correctly. 
Non-compliance and incorrect installation of child car seats is a major issue in New Zealand. According to research gathered by Safekids, 4 out of 5 child car seats are incorrectly fitted in one way or another. 
“This can greatly reduce the safety benefits of child car seats when involved in a crash,” said [Coalition Spokesperson, Designation].  “When correctly installed and used, child car seats can reduce the risk of death by 70% for infants and up to 54% for toddlers. It also reduces the need for hospitalisation for 4 year olds and younger by 69%.”
“Booster seats, which are child car seats used in combination with an adult seatbelt, can reduce the risk of injury for 4-7 year olds by up to 59%,” [Coalition Spokesperson] added. 

Experts advise that children who have outgrown their child car seats with harnesses should use booster seats until they are 148cm tall.
